Turn right and drive north to the junction on top
of Sunset Ridge. Turn right and park outside the locked gate. This is the same place we parked
for the Millard Canyon hikes.

We will hike up the fire road and intersect the Mount Lowe Railway roadbed. We will continue
to Mount Lowe Trail Camp. This is the site of the old Mount Lowe Tavern. We have visited
this site twice before from the Mount Wilson Road.

We will start the hike at 9:30 AM.
